4. IN THE EVENT THAT CERTAIN FEATURES OF THE WORK ARE NOT FULLY SHOWN OR DETAILED ON THE DRAWINGS OR CALLED FOR
IN THE GENERAL NOTES, THEIR CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE OF THE SAME CHARACTER AS SIMILAR CONDITIONS THAT ARE SHOWN
OR CALLED FOR.

5. THE PROJECT MANUAL(SPECIFICATION) IS AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.  FOR SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
OF MATERIAL, WORKMANSHIP, AND PERFORMANCE, REFER TO SPECIFICATIONS AND GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.

ATTACHED TO BACKING PER THE DETAILS PROVIDED.  CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE THE RELATED TRADES FOR
PLACEMENT OF THE BACKING MEMBERS FOR EACH ITEM. CONTRACTOR SHALL ENSURE BACKING HAS BEEN PROVIDED BEFORE

10. CONTRACTOR SHALL INFORM THE ARCHITECT OF CONFLICTS THAT EXIST IN LOCATIONS OF MECHANICAL, COMMUNICATION,
ELECTRICAL, LIGHTING, PLUMBING, AND FIRE SPRINKLER EQUIPMENT.  CONFIRM REQUIRED CLEARANCES FOR INSTALLATION AND
MAINTENANCE OF ABOVE DESCRIBED EQUIPMENT IS PROVIDED.

11. CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR CUTTING, FITTING, AND PATCHING THAT MAY BE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE THE

15.  ITEMS IDENTIFIED TO BE DEMOLISHED, REMOVED, OR RELOCATED ARE TO BE COMPLETELY REMOVED. INCLUDING, BUT NOT
LIMITED TO CONCEALED ITEMS (PIPES, CURBS, FRAMING, FASTENERS, ETC.). ITEMS WITHIN A DEMOLITION AREA THAT MUST BE
REROUTED IN ORDER TO MAINTAIN CONTINUITY SHALL BE DONE SO IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPROPRIATE SPECIFICATION
SECTIONS OF THE PROJECT MANUAL, AT NO ADDITIONAL COST TO THE OWNER. CONTINUITY SHALL BE MAINTAINED BY CURRENT
STANDARD CONSTRUCTION METHODS, EQUAL TO OR GREATER THAN THE QUALITY OF THE EXISTING CONDITION. ANY AREA OF
DEMOLITION SHALL BE LEFT IN A COMPLETE AND CLEAN CONDITION, READY FOR NEW WORK, AS OUTLINED IN THE DOCUMENTS
