HEADS, ECT. WITH ALL NEW AND EXISTING DUCTWORK, PIPING, CABLE
TRAYS, STRUCTURAL MEMBERS AND OTHER DISCIPLINES.

ALL PENETRATIONS IN EXISTING OR NEW FIRE RATED WALLS, CEILING
AND FLOORS SHALL BE SEALED TO THE FULL THICKNESS OF THE
PENETRATION WITH A MATERIAL OF EQUAL FIRE RESISTANCE.

. ALL  CUTTING, DRILLING AND PATCHING OF WALLS, FLOORS OR

EXISTING STYLE. CONTRACTOR SHALL CENTER SPRINKLER HEADS IN
CEILING TILES. RELOCATE EXISTING BRANCH SPRINKLER PIPING AS
REQUIRED TO ACCOMMODATE DIFFUSER AND LIGHTING FIXTURE LAYOUTS.

SPRINKLER CONTRACTOR SHALL CENTER SPRINKLERS IN CEILING TILES.

THE SPRINKLER SYSTEM SHALL REMAIN IN SERVICE AS LONG AS
POSSIBLE DURING DEMOLITION ON THE FLOOR. WHEN THE SYSTEM IS
TAKEN OUT OF SERVICE, THE OCCUPIED PORTION OF THE FLOOR SHALL
REMAIN IN SERVICE. THE UNOCCUPIED PORTION SHALL HAVE A FIRE
WATCH WHENEVER THE BUILDING IS OCCUPIED. THE FIRE WATCH
INSTRUCTION CAN BE OBTAINED FROM THE VA FIRE SAFETY OFFICE.

SPRINKLER LAYOUT SHALL BE FULLY COORDINATED WITH ALL CASEWORK,
CABINETS AND SHELVING INDICATED ON THE ARCHITECTURAL DRAWINGS
TO PROVIDE APPROPRIATE SPRINKLER COVERAGE IN ACCORDANCE WITH
NFPA REQUIREMENTS AND THE LOCAL AUTHORITY HAVING JURISDICTION.
NOTE THAT SOME CABINETS, CASEWORK AND SHELVING ARE LOCATED

WITHIN 18" OF THE CEILING.

THOUGH SOME PIPING OFFSETS ARE INDICATED, IT IS NOT THE INTENT
OF THE DRAWINGS TO SHOW ALL OFFSETS THAT ARE REQUIRED. THE
